• Give thanks to God on behalf of all families and children. God 
has been good to us all. 

• Pray for spiritual awakening among our children. 

Isaiah 54:13-14 KJV: 13And all thy children shall be taught of the 
LORD; and great shall be the peace of thy children. 14In righteousness 
shalt thou be established: thou shalt be far from oppression; for thou 
shalt not fear: and from terror; for it shall not come near thee.  
 
As we celebrate Children's Week, this passage highlights two 
important truths: 

1. The Holy Spirit is able to teach your children.  
2. If you desire your children and family to be established, you 

must walk in righteousness.  
 
While schools and teachers are important, God promises something 
greater: “All thy children shall be taught of the LORD.” 
 
The question then becomes: What must we do to create an 
environment where the Holy Spirit is free to work? 
 
Isaiah 32:17-18 KJV: And the work of righteousness shall be peace; 
and the effect of righteousness quietness and assurance for ever. 
18And my people shall dwell in a peaceable habitation, and in sure 
dwellings, and in quiet resting places;  
 
What is ‘work of righteousness’? It is to deliberately live, act, speak, 
and make decisions according to God's will, trusting Him to produce a 
harvest of peace, mercy, stability, and eternal reward. 
Proverbs 11:18 KJV The wicked worketh a deceitful work: but to him 
that soweth righteousness shall be a sure reward.  
 
“Sow to yourself in righteousness and mercy…”, (Hosea 10:12 (KJV)). 
As you sow righteousness, God will build for you a home that will be a 
blessing to future generations. Put away deceitful works and walk in 
the fear of God.
